Background
Today 60 percent of the country’s population is in the productive age group of 15-45 years, with 55% population under 25 years of age. The adoption of Sexual and Reproductive Health and Rights (SRHR) is crucial for Pakistan being signatory to the SDGs, as it is critical to many of the goals specifically health (3), education (4) and gender equality (5). The low levels of knowledge about SRH among young women and lack of access to services to them are reflected in the high maternal mortality, and under-five child mortality rate which stands at 102/112 for males/females.  

Majority of young people in Pakistan have limited or no knowledge about their SRHR resulting in myriad of SRHR related issues being faced by young people. These issues are compounded by their lack of access to adequate and appropriate SRH services due to socio cultural norms and values at community, societal, institutional and political levels. Young people have limited representation at the policy making forums and have no voice in the policy making processes.

There is a dire need to raise awareness among youth (demand side) regarding their SRHR, advocate for quality SRH services (supply side). Providing young people, both in schools and out of school, with adequate information and skills through Life Skill Based Education (LSBE) will enable them not only to make informed choices but also remove barriers that hinder their access to youth friendly health services. Young people also need to develop effective advocacy platforms and capacitated to raise their voice effectively for their rights. Increased utilization of SRHR services by young people including vulnerable groups and living with disabilities will result in decrease in population growth rate, lower prevalence of epidemic disease such as HIV& AIDS and reduction in stigma and discrimination along with reduction in all forms of violence stemming out of it. Unfortunately, the SDGs do not address or tackle SRHR issues directly. However, certain indicators related to SDGs based on ICPD framework can be adopted to monitor progress towards attainment of SRHR agenda. ICPD framework also provides a window for the CSOs to advocate and lobby for integration of SRHR indicators in national SDGs indicators. 

The Get up & Speak Out (GUSO) Program is implementing in Pakistan with young people (10-24 years), especially adolescent girls and young women, boys and specific vulnerable groups and young people in high-density urban settings, through targeted and contextualized meaningful youth participation approaches that address their specific needs and realities. The approaches are include strengthening and capacity building of youth networks, provision of LSBE to in school and out of school young people through Whole School Approach and effective peer education methods and advocate for an enabling policy and societal environment by removing social barriers through youth led campaigns and community awareness sessions.

Scope of Assignment

· This assignment aims to gauge the effectiveness of LSBE Program by assessing indicators including knowledge retention, behaviour change and satisfaction of the young people (in school through Whole School Approach and effective peer education methods and out of school) at all program locations i.e. Lahore, Karachi and Quetta.
· Data management including data entry, cleaning and analysis of pre and post test data already collected by Program staff with reference to LSBE sessions conducted for in school and out of school young people of all program location. .

· Conduct Focus Groups Discussion (FGDs) and In-depth Interviews (IDIs) with in school and out of school young people, teachers, and peer educators. 
· Produce analytical report covering above mentioned aspects of this assignment. 
Support from Rahnuma FPAP

Following will be provided by Rahnuma FPAP:

· Program orientation and handing over related documents including proposal, LSBE curriculum etc. 

· A total of 1000 filled pre and post test forms for data entry, cleaning and analysis. Each pre and post test tool has approximately 30 questions with only 1 to 2 qualitative responses. 
· Provide feedback on tools for FGDs and IDIs developed by the Consultant. 
· Facilitation in approaching FGD participants and respondents for IDIs.

· Provide feedback on draft report.
Role and Responsibilities of the Consultant

The Consultant will be responsible for:
· Carrying out data entry, cleaning and analysis of 1000 pre and post LSBE sessions data sets. 
· Conducting FGDs and IDIs with in school & out of school young people, teachers and peer educators in Lahore only. Approximate number of teachers is 12, peer educators is 10 and young people trained on LSBE is 1000 in Lahore. 
· Producing narrative report inclusive of findings of pre and post LSBE sessions data analysis and describing findings of FGDs and IDIs. Narrative report must have meaningful analysis supported with tables, quotations, graphs, pictures etc.  

· Submitting draft report within 20 days from the date of start of consultancy for comments by concerned R-FPAP staff. 

· Incorporating comments within 2 days and sharing finalized version with R-FPAP concerned staff. 

· Submitting finalized properly formatted and completed assessment report (with acknowledgements, introduction, methodology, findings, conclusions, recommendations, abbreviations, graphs, tables and pictures etc.).
Final Deliverables by the Consultant
